-LMHA can add more time to suspensions, but Hockey Alberta minimum suspension guidelines cannot be reduced by MHA

7.0 Zone Specific Business – Randy Hupka / Rob Mears
7.1  Player Movement
-boundaries were laid out in 1999 and we are to follow these. Towns may redefine their boundary line, get it in writing from both associations to come up upon an agreement and then a request brought forward to Zone Director. If two zones are involved then the Directors of both zones will have to sign off.  Unresolved boundary issues will go through the Boundary Resolution Committee. 

Q: We have players in Bantam level that play in Slave Lake – what happens to our players?  A: Do you have a team in your MHA? Yes  Send Randy an email and we will look into the situation, as maybe grandfathering may take in effect.

Q: Parents have 2 residence, where do the kids play?
Q: Has a player that is a goaltender but an association does not want to take the player because of taking numbers in the end. What happens in this case? Where does the player go?

Q: What happens when parents hold back their kids to wait for openings in other associations to play in? Hockey Alberta looks at these associations and can make the players return to their MHA in order to host a team within their town

Q: What determines boundaries? Physical land location to the association that is the closest to their home. 
Q: Declaration of Primary residence: school letter, 2 pieces of governament. issued ID - Land deed, bill statements, rental/lease agreement,  
Q: Goalies: Can info be made available regarding rulings towards goaltenders and is it on a goalie to goalie basis regarding where they are to play?

Rob Mears stated that he would call around and find a place for these goalies to play. We want all players to play hockey, not sit out or drop out.

Q: What happens to players that are not wanted because of carrying numbers? Rob stated that Hockey Alberta can designate where this kid plays hockey whether he/she is a benefit to the association because he came from a higher level (AA) association.  Further associations have the right to refuse a player if there is an association for him to play in because numbers have to be carried if they accept the player.
Q: What is considered a higher level: Anything above what your association’s current Provincial Categorization for Player movement is and Elite is Midget AAA, Midget AAA Minor, and Bantam AAA.
Q: Releases – what is the ruling for this?

  If there is no team that year at the LMHA, then player can try-out or be released to another association but needs to return back to their LMHA at the end of the current Hockey Season.

If there is an overflow of players in your level and are released, the new association is not required to release back to the home LMHA
**Main reasons for releases-no team, full 19 players, or 2 associations combining to make a team
