B - Members Guide and Planner – given to each association – please handout to all in your association  - pg 10/11/12 all information on these pages are incorrect because of rule number changes that are new this year.  The new changes are in your association packages and need to be copied, distributed and followed. This is a very handy tool to carry with you.
C - Hockey Canada Standard of Play and Rules Emphasis (minimum guidelines)

-all associations should have and keep a copy with you at all times for references.  You can purchase at HA, Source for Sports, United Cycle.   All coaches need to be aware of these changes.  It is responsibility of the coaches to follow and adhere to this (this is your Bible) that you need to enforce.

D – 2 copies of the 2008/2009 Hockey Alberta Bylaws / Regulations books will be sent to your association. If your association would like purchase extra copies, this can be done by contacting Red Deer office.
E - Safety requires Teamwork – They are now available on line on the Hockey Canada website under safety – good for each team to have

F- 2008-2009 Referee Rates – There is an increase in rates this year.  This is in your Bylaws / Regulations books – mileage 35c/km – increase is now about $3-5 per game more – Randy to email rates to all Presidents

G - By-law/Regulations – nothing new that has come down

H - Helmets on Coaches – letter in your package from Hockey Canada, it has been approved by Hockey Canada and it is recommended and to be enforced at your own LMHA. We are strongly encouraging this

Q: If coach does get hurt without a helmet, will they be insured?  Yes

I - Helmet Recall- letter is in your package, please read this.
J - Edmonton Oilers Coaching Day- Sept 21 (Sunday) – Recall Place, Edmonton AB – off-ice sessions, etc – go on HA website, Oilers website, etc for application forms.
K - Resolving Boundary disputes – procedure is in place to resolve these and if you want changes, you will have to apply for this.  If you have an individual boundary issues, please submit a letter to Randy and it will have to be reviewed, discussed, approved/denied by HA and you will receive yes or no. Discussion on different case scenarios were brought up.   
L – Summit Overview – Held at AGM – overview in your package, read this over, these is good info inside

- Game and Conduct (Cindy Oslund-Herbert)

A - LMHA By-laws/Regulation Collection – please have the newest society approved by-laws/regulations are in to me because you will not get your association registered until this happens. 
B - Special Event Sanctioning Guidelines – check out the HA website as it is posted there. All associations have to send in a request for any special event even if they feel that it is covered or not through HA
· Discipline/Travel/Tournament Coordinator (Lyle Bates)

A - Tournament Invoicing - $1/ per each registered player in your   association. 
B – If Out-of-Province teams are attending your tournament your association will be invoiced $20.00 per team. This is applicable at all levels.
C -  Discipline Procedures/Clarification - Game sheets are to be faxed within 24 hours of the completion of the exhibition/tournament games for suspendable infractions, illegal players, etc…please fax into Lyle 888-499- 1457.
D -If you are travelling outside of the zone during league play you do not require a travel permit, but if for a tournament/exhibition game outside of your zone, you need to request for the travel permit. Tournament Sanctions requests need to be submitted minimum 2 weeks before the tournament.  When submitting game sheets, please ensure that the Tournament Sanction or Travel Permit number is on the game sheets.  Teams caught without a permit, their whole association will be penalized!!! 
E - Indefinite Suspension Process – in your pkg, your associations should make sure that all coaches/assistant coaches are fully aware of the rules and regulations as “Well…I didn’t know”; does not fly. 
**When in doubt, sit out!!!
- Clinic Coordinator (Les Wilson)

 A - Clinic hosting – all stuff that you need to know is on the website.  The whole site is cleaned up. If you have a new person taking care of clinics, have then put in their request for password and they will get a one.
Important that you put an original date you want this and also an alternate as Les works on the availability of the instructors.  You will not get a confirmation until the facilitators get in touch with Les and then he will get a hold of you.  Requirements for the hosting clinics need to get to Les so he can send out the packages.  Waiting whether or not a checking clinic will be in place for the 2008/2009 season.

A - Alberta 4 on 4 Atom Tournament– Glendon may be hosting. Confirmation – first Sat/Sun in November
B - Provincial Categorization by Division for male/female list passed around for association’ to peruse **this is on the website***
C - Overage applications require the appropriate paper work done and a reasoning/verification report for the justification (too small, skill evaluation).
D - Associations need to fill out a Suspension Procedure application form for carry-over suspension in order for a player to have the suspension deferred to regular season games.  This gives the player the opportunity to participate in the try-out portion of the season.  
· Zone Referee Chair (James Sharun)-North East Zone
A - Zone executive list was passed out, and also the clinic schedule for the referees clinics
B– North East is East of Highway 36 to the Alberta/Saskatchewan border and north of Highway 13 to Lac La Biche.
C - Minor hockey associations claiming they are promoting referees, but this is not happening. Clinics should over-ride league games so we can get referees trained. 

D - Rule book – format has changed, purpose of this is to be in-line with Hockey Canada, IIHF, etc  Only the 9 dots will be used for the face-offs, matched penalties on an official – suspended indefinitely until further notice. Referee has 12 hours to submit report to Referee Zone Discipline. Teams do not get the write-ups.  Match on Officials are handle by Hockey Alberta Match Coordinator.
